DSC 2008: Guidelines for the Submission of Camera Ready Papers for the Proceedings

The abstract should be around 150-200 words and definitely fit in the first page of the paper. This paper will be included in the Proceedings of the conference published by SEERC. The document is based on the styles created in the template available form the site of the conference.

1. Introduction

In order to be able to produce a camera-ready paper like this one, you will find it easier to use the template that is provided in the site of the Conference in http://www.seerc.info/dsc2008/. All camera-ready papers should be submitted to the secretariat of DSC 2008 by email in Microsoft Word format.

Please follow the guidelines in order to facilitate the editors to produce the proceedings on time. Wrong formats will imply delays. 

2. Formatting Guidelines

2.1 Page set-up

Paper size should be C5 (16.2 cm width, 22.9 cm height) not A4. Margins should be mirrored: Inside margin: 3cm, Outside margin: 2cm.

To do the above choose File > Page Setup and then:

· on the Margins tab:

· Multiple pages: Mirror margins

· Top: 2.5cm

· Bottom: 2.5cm

· Inside: 3cm

· Outside: 2cm

· Gutter: 0cm

· on the Paper tab:

· Paper size: C5 (if C5 is not on the list of available sizes choose Custom and set the size to be 16.2 and 22.9 cm)
· on the Layout tab:

· Header: 1.25cm

· Footer: 1cm

Sections and subsections should be numbered 1,2,3, … and 1.1, 1.2, … etc respectively. Titles of sections and subsections should be in lowercase except from the initial letter of every word. The following formatting guidelines also apply. 

2.2 Text

All text written in paragraphs should be in Times New Roman 9, with no indent and fully justified (left and right) and with a 6pt spacing after each paragraph. If you need to put some emphasis in words, key terms etc. please use italics, for example this is an emphasised text. Do not use bold or other typeface. 

2.3 Tables

When needed, you should present tables inside your manuscript – do not list all tables at the end of the paper. Tables should contain only horizontal rules and have a short descriptive title below them. Column headings should clearly define the data presented. If necessary, suitably identified footnotes should be included below. Take care to include all the units of measurement. The table needs to be cited in the text.

For example, the margins of the text are set as in Table 1. Use Page Setup to set the margins or the template provided. Make sure that the table caption is included after the table. Tables should be numbered 1,2,3, … etc. Tables and table captions must be centred. There is a special style for text within the cells of the table that is one font size smaller (8pt).

2.4 Figures

Figures and images must be centred too and inside your manuscript – do not list all figures at the end of the paper. Make sure that the figure caption is included after the figure or image in 8pt font size. Figures should be numbered 1,2,3, … etc., as for example Figure 1.

2.5 Bullets

If you need to use a bullet list then this should be as follows:
· For Level 1 bullet items:

· The bullet is not indented and the text is at 0.7 cm
· For Level 2 bullet items:

· The bullet is indented at 1cm and the text at 1.7 cm.

etc.

2.6 Abbreviations

As far as possible, please avoid the use of initials, except for terms in common use. Please provide in an Appendix a list of the abbreviations used, in alphabetical order, and spell them out (with the abbreviations in brackets) the first time they are mentioned in the text. For an example see the end of this manuscript.
2.7 Code and Code in Line

In some cases you might want to list a sample of code or algorithm. This is done in Courier 10 point size font as follows:

Procedure do_nothing ()

begin

While (true)

Wait

end

Code within text

The above line is the format of any subheading below level 2. Do not number it. In case you need to refer to a text from code, for example the statement while(true) you use code in line style.

2.8 Citations 

References should be listed in Vancouver style and numbered in the order in which they appear in the text. In the text, enclose reference numbers in square brackets, e.g. [1], [2], [3] … etc. That means that references should not be listed in alphabetical order. Please avoid using endnotes or footers.

References to Internet materials should be treated as other references in the text. In the reference list, they should be dated and sufficiently identified for readers to be able to find the material unambiguously e.g.:

2.9 Quotations

For quotations please make sure that it is 8 points Times New Roman and that there is an extra 1cm margin on both sides ( 1 to 10.25 on the ruler above). Please make sure that you state the pages as well as the reference. 

References to Internet materials should be treated as other references in the text. In the reference list, they should be dated and sufficiently identified for readers to be able to find the material unambiguously (pp: 10-12, [1]).
